Call to order: President Beth Hylen called the business meeting to order at 11:45 AM. She thanked our host, Dorothy Tao, who planned today’s meeting. 

Minutes: The minutes of the fall 2009 meeting were approved, with one correction.

Reports of Officers and Committees

President

· Bylaws: Beth reported that bylaw changes must be approved by the ARLIS/NA Board. Sherman suggested that we approve changes pending Board approval. The proposed changes are listed at the end of these minutes. Stephanie so moved and the motion was seconded and approved. 
· Donation to ARLIS/NA for the conference: Kari pointed out that the request for conference donations to the Welcome Party often come after our chapter has met; we could approve an amount in advance. She suggested putting the request on the agenda for each fall meeting. The chapter does not make money on its meetings, but we do collect membership dues. Should we spend down our surplus? We need to keep meeting registration affordable. The amount of interest earned could be used as a guideline for how much of the surplus to donate. Dorothy moved: “that we establish the guideline of the current interest on the checking account balance to donate to the ARLIS annual conference Welcome Party, the actual amount to be decided at the Fall meeting.” The motion was seconded and approved. Sherman moved that the chapter donate $60.00 for the 2010 conference. The motion was seconded and approved.

Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Susan Nurse submitted the Treasurer’s report, dated March 31, 2010. The checking account balance was $2,172.18. The savings account balance was $5.00. Two expenses were reported: $400.00 for the Conference attendance award, and $30.00 for the Chapter’s Web domain name renewal. A motion to approve the Treasurer’s report was made, seconded, and approved. 

Travel Award Report: The winner of the 2010 ARLIS/NA conference Award was Kathy Corcoran. Alison Bosch received the Student Travel Award to attend this meeting.
Student Travel Award for Chapter meetings: Sherman moved that the Chapter “offer free registration to the Chapter meeting to students.” The motion was seconded and passed. For the Spring 2010 meeting, Sherman then moved that the Chapter have a “budget of up to $150 for students or perspective art librarians for travel support to the Spring 2010 meeting. The Executive Committee and program planners will determine the details.” This motion was seconded and passed. 

Nominating Committee: The Committee proposed the following slate of officers for 2010: President, Beth Hylen; Vice-President/President-Elect, Sherman Clarke; Secretary, Kathryn Corcoran; Treasurer, Susan Nurse. Dorothy moved to approve the slate; the motion was seconded and approved.

Other Items

· Toronto 2012 ARLIS/NA Conference: Karen and Margaret presented a status report on conference planning. 

· Conference information is on the ARLIS website. The conference hotel is Sheraton Centre.

· Coordinators are needed; the conference planning manual has job descriptions: Website (Joe will investigate if he can do it); Tours for WNY (Sherman will do, in collaboration with Dorothy); Publications/Publicity (open); Fundraising (open); Conference Proceeding Editor (Kathryn V. with Kathy). Kari is the Exhibits Coordinator.

· We are welcome to attend their chapter meetings.

· There will be a joint meeting of both chapters at the Boston conference.
· Recruitment of new members will be discussed at the fall meeting.

· Chapter mugs: Sue would like to discuss new mugs at the fall meeting.

· Kathy thanked the chapter and the Awards Committee for the Conference Travel Award.

· Future meetings: Kathy offered to host the fall 2010 meeting in Utica, at the Munson-Williams-Proctor Arts Institute. She will check available dates in October and November and email them to group for voting.
